Commands are used to tell someone to do (+ pos) not do(- neg) 

There are three ways to classify commands:

1. regular commands

2. irregular commands

3. tú commands; (+) , (-), irregular

1. REGULAR COMMANDS

Most commands are made by taking the present tense YO form of the verb, cutting off the “-o” and adding the appropriate ending:

TÚ COMMANDS: (-)NEGATIVE
The negative tú command is usually formed by taking the present tense first person singular form of the verb, dropping the “-o” and add “-es” to -ar verbs, or “-as” endings to - er verbs.

NOSOTROS COMMANDS & REFLEXIVES

Nosotros commands: If a verb is a stem changing verb(not irregular in the yo) the stem does not change in the command form. So, recordar becomes recordemos, NOT recuerdemos!

BUT, tener =tengamos

NOSOTROS COMMANDS & REFLEXIVES

With reflexive verbs, drop the final “s” of the command form before attaching the reflexive pronoun nos.
